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1. Select one menu item and it’s dependencies:

· About: Student Life, About ITP, Resources. 3 other promotional spots around people and/or projects

· Academics: Courses, Degree requirements (Learn More & Link to Projects grid); 2 other promotional spots around people and/or projects

· Admissions: International Students; Financial Aide; Apply (Learn More, Admissions process…); 3 other promotional spots around people and/or projects

· Visit: Directions; Open House; 4 other promotional spots around people and/or projects

· Projects: Showcase

· People: Showcase

· News & Events: Events; News; 4 other promotional spots around people and/or projects

2. Sketch your ideas first:

· Take the time to sit and think about an idea. Sketch out your ideas, using tissue paper on top of the layout provided or as stand alones in your journal. Do this before going to software… Write down ideas, it will help to organize your thoughts. Be playful, bold and experimental. Do not worry about how to build it, just enjoy the task of designing. 

3. Create a grid:

· Use either graph paper to create a custom grid or work from one of the popular 2 and 3 column grids linked from the class site

4. Do at least two (2) layouts utilizing the elements from the site in your design.
